A Concept
This text provides a basis for discussion. 
Humanity is held captive by a tendancy towards conflict, by exploding population numbers, by the reverence of a 'new god' called technology, and by increasingly limited natural supplies, most urgently fuels and water, upon which industrial and private sectors depend. 
It suffers from the results of Colonialism: the development of a leading first world and a job-less, poor third world; a second world (China and India) now pushing into global markets as better producers and powerful consumers. 
There is an obvious world-wide need for a more adequate distribution of food, labor and possession, refering not to wealth but the fulfillment of basic needs: to be fed, housed and in work.
The following concept consists of seven point that, if implemented, would ease the current stress on humanity and planet earth. I will add my personal view, based on Christian prophesy in the closing statement. 
One: Seeking-Finding-Pleasing God
Speaks to the point of personal motivation. For those who continue to handle life without a God-concept, this point may best be dealt with in terms of moral ethics and law, as defined by their respective society, reading: do the right thing. For those holding religious views, this point may best be defined in context of their respective faiths. For those who believe in redemption this point is a matter of love. There - fortunately - exists a consense among humanity's religious and governing political bodies that uniformly evaluates love as good and hate as bad. A continued insistance on war is, in a fully populated world, no longer sustainable. A contradiction in human nature, which speaks against living a life of love is obvious.
Two: Living-Working
The most obvious results of present money-measured, technology-driven economic models are increasing specialisation and unemployment, irrational and low-standard production, the discouragement of personal initiative (the human defined as man-as-producer and man-as-consumer only) and damages to the natural habitat. Uneven distribution of wealth and undue concentrations of power continue. These rules would cease the very moment, at which local communities would define themselves as - within reason - self-sustaining. That is, with the pick-up of local food, clothing and housing supply, using what E. F. Schumacher in the 1970s defined as intermediate technology. With applying common sense and developing a tendency towards reduced fuel, electricity, water and transport consumption. A resulting return to pre-industrial standards in some areas of day-to-day life may not be as unexceptable, as may seem on first sight.
Three: Communication
Only with the arrival of the world-wide-web, the above suggestion's implementation has become possible without loss in human life's quality. With functioning local markets to supply food, clothing and housing, one may increasingly be able to rely on the Internet for communication in all areas of professional know-how, guidance, encouragement, in philosophical discourse in day-to-day exchanges. With rapidly developing communication technology, one may soon be able to service the majority of communications needs presently supplied by the print and film medium via Internet. Including rapid, high quality translations.
Four: Advanced Versus Intermediate Technologies
In the concept here presented, following aspects call for an increase in technological know-how and implementation: communication technology (as mentioned), modern health care (modern to be defined), public transportation (in and between cities), alternative energies and more effective means of governmental administration. 
This concept envisions an economy of shared physical labor and advanced technological know-how, of pre-industrial living and post-industrial communication standards, centering around local communities. It views urban centers as accessed by way of public transportation (car-free inner cities) and rural areas more densly populated. The division of rural areas into 'island' by an increasing number of highways and train-tracks may have to be accepted. This division of land may, however, due to a decrease in the transportation of goods (resulting from local production) cease to continue.
Five: Reduction of Consumption. Increase of Activity
This concept rests on a reduction of consumption is the areas of fuels (cars and heating), water (households), electricity (households) and the transport of goods. All four aspects will strengthen local autonomy and improve the all-over quality of the human habitat or, at least not lower it. It rests on an increase of activity in all areas of live: shared physical labor, creativity (art and life style) and sports.
Six: Life-Sustaining Tendencies
A more humain social and economic environment, consisting of local productions and markets, population's increased distribution on the land and the use of simple technology should foster participation and creativity. One may see the return of productions and life-styles, thought of as belonging to the past, including the use of horses for transportation. An explosion of creativity in all areas of life and the arts may be expected, and a general increase of life's enjoyment.
Seven: Disarmament
The tendency towards disarmament and the conversion of traditional armies into aids organisations may expand to structured third world assistance, where and when needed. There they will most likely, however, have a very different feel to it. As highly civilized nations will in some areas step down to pre-industrial life-styles, undeveloped peoples will step up to a higher developed life-style. Both, highly and under developed nations will benefit from advances in the area of communications, medicine, governmental administration and public transportation.
The Prophetic Outlook
Rising population numbers and the Near-East conflict will not dissapear.
